Presentation and Framing Policies

Policies apply to all NHAA exhibitions, including both on and offsite locations.  The NHAA believes that the way art is framed and presented is as important as the central imagery itself.  Customers who purchase art from a professional art organization, such as the NHAA, should receive artwork that is professionally framed and finished, front and back.  Professional framing reflects favorably on the artist and the organization.

It is the sole responsibility of the artist to abide by current trademark and copyright laws.  Copyright infringement will result in the loss of NHAA membership.

Two-Dimensional Work

Works on Paper

(Including drawings, photography, and all printmaking)

1. Artist must indicate the edition size and number on any and all edition work.  The NHAA exhibits only original works of art.  If it is an open edition, please state that clearly.
2. All work must be signed on the front of the work.  This protects the artist and the Association from any discrepancies and firmly identifies the piece of artwork. 
3. All works on paper must be framed and should be matted or lifted away from the glass with archival matting or spacers.

4. Frames and mats must be clean, professionally cut/constructed, and undamaged.

5. At delivery, all works must be wired and ready to hang with D-hooks or screw eyes and stainless steel braided picture wire.

6. Use short and concise language when describing your piece for labeling purposes.  Photography and mixed media must be precisely labeled
Works on Canvas

1. Works on canvas do not need to be framed as long as sides of canvas are painted or finished with a strip frame.

2. Surface and corners should be taut, wrinkle-free, and free of visible threads or staples.

3. At delivery, all works must be wired and ready to hang with D-hooks or screw eyes and stainless steel braided picture wire.

4. All work must be completely dry.

5. Works on artboard, masonite, wood, etc., must follow the above requirements and instructions.
Three-Dimensional Work

1. Any three-dimensional work intended for wall hanging must have appropriate hanging devices built into the piece.  The piece should be wired if necessary and should also include any instructions for hanging.

2. Free-standing sculpture that needs a pedestal must include instructions pertaining to size and/or height of pedestal. The NHAA may or may not have suitable pedestals available.
3. Fabric wall hangings must have a sleeve or other device for curtain rod or similar hardware making it ready to hang.

4. Consideration must be given to the underside of the piece to assure it is finished to protect the surface on which it rests.

5. All three-dimensional work must be structurally stable or otherwise contained.
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
